Through A Year of Celebra-
tion, A Century of Making a Difference, we will demonstrate the 
incredible impact of a century of living the Scout Law.  Program 

participants will earn recognition for making a difference in their 

communities due to their dedication to five of Scouting's core val-
ues: Leadership, Character, Community Service, Achievement, and 

the Outdoors. Through that commitment, participants can earn 
each of five award ribbons to display from our 100th Anniversary 

commemorative patch. 

A Shining Light- For the first time in the history of the Boy Scouts 
of America, we will be bringing the entire Scouting community to-

gether for a single, nationwide event to celebrate our organization 

and reflect on what it has meant to millions of America’s youth. 

William Boyce, a Chicago newspaper man, learned about the Boy Scouts while on a trip to England in 1909.  In September of 1910, 

Baden-Powell, the founder of Boy Scouts in Britain, gave his endorsement to the Boy Scouts of America.  President William H 

Taft and former President Theodore Roosevelt accepted the positions of honorary President and Vice-President.   

Celebrate Scouting Stamp– The Boy Scouts of America (BSA) will 

receive an incredible honor from the United States Postal Service 

(USPS) in the form of a "Celebrate Scouting" stamp. A tribute to 

the impact of a century of Scouting on the American landscape, the 

stamp will become widely available during the summer of 2010. 

The Boy Scouts of America Centennial Silver Dollar- In 2010, 
the United States Mint will make available for sale a new com-
memorative coin that honors the centennial of the Boy Scouts of 

America. 

Camporall- The event, organized by the Boy Scouts of America 

Hudson Valley Council, had 3,200 regional Scouts and family mem-
bers — about one-third of the council — registered to attend the 

weekend-long campout at the fairgrounds.  Look at it as "a birthday 

party for the Scouts in the region," said John Erskine, Dutchess 

district director of the Hudson Valley Council.
